PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
March 17, 2014
MINUTES

CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 6:06 p.m. with Ann Miller, Temporary Chairman presiding. Board
members present: Ann Miller, John Price, Brenda Richardson, Steven Cannon, Edward Jones, and Elizabeth
Beebe. City of Ingleside staff present: Chief Building John Davis, and Administrative Assistant Anna
Kucera.
Election of a Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Planning and Zoning Board.
Board member Brenda Richardson nominated Board member Ann Miller as Chairman for the Planning
and Zoning Board, which was seconded by Board member John Price. The nomination was approved by
board members present.

Board member Edward Jones arrived.
Board member John Price nominated Board member Brenda Richardson as Vice-Chairman for the
Planning and Zoning Board, which was seconded by Board member Elizabeth Beebe. The nomination
was approved by board members present.

Consideration and action of the Minutes of the Planning and Zoning Meetings of:
March 3, 2014.

The minutes were approved as written by all members present.

OTHER BUSINESS

(A)Public Hearing concerning an application for a Special Permit filed by Ramiro Garcia to
temporarily be allowed to reside in an RV (recreational vehicle) on site while building a new
home located at Lot 1-5, Block 80, T.P. McCampbell Subdivision, also known as 3655 Ave A.
Chairman Ann Miller opened the Public Hearing at 6:10p.m.

Speaking For: Wayne Burton, representative for Ramiro Garcia, stated they needed someone there
as security. In the past at the construction site, there were some items stolen.

There was no one speaking against.
There were no letters and no calls received for the request.
Chairman Ann Miller closed the Public Hearing at 6:12p.m.
(B) Consideration and possible action on (A) above.
Board member Steven Cannon questioned the length of time that would be needed for the special

permit. Mr. Burton explained that the job usually takes approximately 180 days or six months to
complete.



Board member John Price motioned to recommend the approval of the Special Permit filed by
Ramiro Garcia to temporarily be allowed to reside in an RV (recreational vehicle) on site while
building a new home located at Lot 1-5, Block 80, T.P. McCampbell Subdivision, also known as
3655 Ave A to the City Council, which was seconded by Board member Steven Cannon. The
recommendation was approved by all members present.

(C)Public Hearing concerning an ordinance amending Chapter 78-Zoning, Ingleside Code of
Ordinances to allow R-1 Single Family Residential District in other districts.

Chairman Ann Miller opened the Public Hearing at 6:15p.m.

Speaking For: Building Official John Davis stated that R-1 (Single Family Residential District) was
the most restrictive zoning classification. There are several businesses in town that have this use
inside the C-2 (General Commercial District). Just recently, there was a special permit request that
was presented to allow the use.

There was no one speaking against.

There were no letters and no calls received for the request.

Chairman Ann Miller closed the Public Hearing at 6:20p.m.
(D) Consideration and possible action on (C) above.

Building Official John Davis explained that the pyramid did not include M (Multi-Family District) or
T1-A, T1-B, T1-C (Travel Trailer/Manufactured Homes Districts). The pyramid allowed the R-1 use
down to Industrial. Board member Elizabeth Beebe questioned the ordinance stating R-3 (Three and
Four Family Residential District) instead of R-1. Mr. Davis explained that the current zoning
permitted uses flowed into each other except from P (Professional District) to R-3 (Three and Four
Family Residential District). By connecting the Professional District to R-3 (Three and Four Family
Residential District), this will connect the zoning classifications.

Board member Brenda Richardson motioned to recommend the approval to amending Chapter 78-
Zoning, Ingleside Code of Ordinances to allow R-1 Single Family Residential District in other
districts to the City Council, which was seconded by Board member John Price. The
recommendation was approved by all members present.

(E) Public Hearing concerning an ordinance amending Chapter 54-Subdivisions, Article I11. Plats,
Division 2. Minor Plats, Ingleside Code of Ordinances.

Chairman Ann Miller opened the Public Hearing at 6:24p.m.

Speaking For: Building Official John Davis quoted, “Sec. 54-91. Scope of division. Minor plat
review is only applicable if a plat involves the creation of four or fewer lots fronting on an existing
street and does not require the creation of any new street or the extension of municipal facilities.
Minor plat review is not applicable to property which is already subject to an existing plat.” A
Minor Plat review is only for pieces of property that have not been platted. He explained that the
map is already platted and therefore any replats of 4 or fewer will go through the Planning and
Zoning Board and City Council for approval. By striking out the last sentence, staff could approval
replats of 4 or fewer of platted property if all ordinances are abided.



There was no one speaking against.
There were no letters and no calls received for the request.

Chairman Ann Miller closed the Public Hearing at 6:31p.m.
